Mental Health Advisory Board
The Illinois General Assembly enacted a new law requiring all Illinois counties with a population of less than 3,000,000 to establish a Mental Health Advisory Board. The board will be made up of 7 volunteer citizens from the general public. Their task will be to identify and assess current mental health services in its jurisdiction, monitor any expansion or contraction of such services and if deemed necessary, provide a report to the county board with recommendations for additional services. This board shall have no taxing authority and will receive no pay.
