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TITLE VI — PUBLIC INVOLVEMENT

Title VI of the Civil Rights Act (42 U.S.C. 2000-1) states that “No person in the United States shall, on the grounds of race, color, or national
origin, be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be subjected to discrimination under any program, or activity receiving
Federal Financial Assistance.” The Executive Order on Environmental Justice further amplifies Title VI by providing that “each Federal
agency shall make achieving environmental justice part of its mission by identifying and addressing, as appropriate, disproportionately high
and adverse human health or environmental effects of its programs, policies, and activities on minority populations and low-income

populations.”

Many projects in the TIP will benefit areas of minority and low-income populations. Acquisition of mainline and paratransit buses will keep
the SMTD system operating at the current level. The City of Springfield, Sangamon County, and IDOT District 6 have various projects in
the FY/2012-2015 program that will be beneficial to areas of minority and low-income populations. No projects will have detrimental effects
on areas of minority or low-income populations or people with disabilities. The map on page 4 indicates the Census Tracts in the
Springfield Area with the highest concentrations of traditionally underserved people. The Planning Commission also maintains a list of the
possible locations and types of various natural resources. SATS will consult these reference items and seek to minimize adverse

environmental impact.

The FHWA and IDOT have begun discussions with Native American tribes on how they should be involved in the transportation planning
process. Once an agreement is reached, SATS will contact any tribes with an interest in the Metropolitan Planning Area to appropriately
include them in the development of the LRTP and TIP. Federal regulations require Federal land management agencies be appropriately
included in the development of the LRTP and TIP. The only federal public land in the MPA is the Abraham Lincoln Home National Historic
Site. The Director of this site is on the SATS Contact List.

The Planning Commission maintains an up-to-date registry of Neighborhood Associations. An association is notified when a zoning case or
subdivision might have an impact on it. The Planning Commission is actively involved with the Springfield Mass Transit District (SMTD).
Activities range from producing the main and individual bus route/map brochures to participating on the SMTD’s Disabled Persons Advisory

Committee.






SAFETEA-LU requires that each MPO create a public participation plan that is developed in consultation with all interested parties. It also
states that all interested parties shall have reasonable opportunities to comment on the contents of the LRTP and TIP, as well as any
amendments to these plans. With regard to the TIP and any TIP amendments, there are a number of opportunities for public involvement.
These include the SATS contact list, the SATS WebPages, public comment periods, public meetings, and through direct SSCRPC staff

availability.

SATS Contact List: Mailings (both electronic and standard) of meeting notices, agendas, and minutes of the Planning Commission and the
SATS Technical and Policy Committees are extensive. The Planning Commission mailing list includes 110 different addresses and the
SATS-specific mailing includes over 70 addresses. Included among the addressees are the Community Relations Department, Springfield
Urban League, Coalition of Citizens with Disabilities (CCDI), the Springfield Center for Independent Living (SCIL), League of lllinois
Bicyclists, Springfield Bicycle Club, lllinois Trucking Association, lllinois Railroad Association, Illinois Department of Natural Resources, all

the small incorporated areas within the MPA (Metropolitan Planning Area), and media (newspaper, television, and radio).

SATS WebPages: In addition to extensive mailings, the Planning Commission maintains a website at www.sscrpc.com. SATS is involved

in the development of the transportation portion of this website. News items, important documents, schedules and other transportation

related items will be posted on the website as they become available. The most recent version of the Transportation Improvement Program
(draft during review period, final, and final including any amendments) is available on the website. TIP projects can also be seen on Google
maps linked through the SATS website. Using satellite imagery an aerial view of the project identifies its location. This is particularly helpful

with visualizing new construction. Also available online are current and past SATS committee agendas and meeting minutes.

Public Comment Periods: Plans and programs including the annual TIP and major TIP amendments follow the public involvement
process including sufficient notice and generous review period. Citizens, affected public agencies, representatives of public transportation
employees, freight shippers, providers of freight transportation services, private providers of transportation, representatives of users of
public transportation, representatives of users of pedestrian walkways and bicycle transportation facilities, representatives of the disabled,
and other interested parties are included in this process. Specific public notice information regarding the annual TIP and TIP amendments

is in the table below.

Open and Accessible Public Meetings:  Public meetings are an important component of the planning process and offer opportunities for
direct public participation. SATS Policy and Technical Committee meetings are held at the SSCRPC office located in the Sangamon County
Building and are open to the public. There is a specific time at each meeting designated for public comments. A schedule of meeting times
is posted on the SATS website and in the first floor hallway of the Sangamon County building and distributed to the Contact List prior to the

beginning of each calendar year.

One week prior to each meeting an agenda, draft copy of the previous meeting’s minutes, and relevant documents are sent to all parties on
the SATS Contact List, which includes local media. An agenda is also posted outside the Planning Commission office and in the first floor
hallway of the Sangamon County Building. Other special meetings will always be held at a time and place deemed accessible and

convenient.

Any amendments to the TIP throughout the year are made to the original document that is posted on the SATS webpage. Additionally, an
on-going Project Tracking system is under development and will be made available online. The status of all projects included in a TIP since
2009 will be documented.

A public information meeting will be conducted at the SATS Technical Committee meeting held prior to the SATS Policy Committee
meeting when a vote is scheduled on a final Transportation Improvement Program. The public information meeting will be an item on
the Technical Committee meeting agenda. A notice will be placed in the State Journal Register informing the community that a public

information meeting is scheduled to take comments on the specific planning document.

FOREWARD

BACKGROUND

The Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) has been prepared by the Springfield-Sangamon County Regional Planning Commission

(SSCRPC) with guidance and input from the Springfield Area Transportation Study (SATS) Technical Committee and Policy Committee. The TIP
is a four-year multi-modal program of staged transportation improvements. Transportation modes include street & highway, mass transit

(mainline and paratransit), bicycle, and pedestrian.

The projects selected for inclusion in the Transportation Improvement Program were chosen through the SATS planning process with input from
State, County, City of Springfield, and Village of Chatham officials, SMTD, and others as represented on the SATS. The projects inthe FY/2012-
2015 TIP are consistent with the SATS Long Range Transportation Plan and the Arterial Roadway Network Plans, Land Subdivision Ordinances

of the City of Springfield, Sangamon County, and the Village of Chatham.

Projects in the TIP are consistent with the Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP). That plan includes transit, highway, rail, air, bicycle,
pedestrian, and enhancement projects. Interconnectivity is important and through the SATS long range planning process the participating
jurisdictions can work together towards a coordinated travel network. Implementation of the Plan is carried out by SATS member
jurisdictions, other communities in the Metropolitan Planning Area, and the Springfield Sangamon County Regional Planning Commission.
The TIP is one of two short-term plans prepared each year that document the activities and projects that will be carried out to accomplish
the goals of the Long Range Plan. The other document is the Unified Planning Work Program, which is available on the Commission’s
website. This TIP document includes a map on page 60 identifying all projects that have been initiated since the adoption of the SATS 2035
LRTP.

PLANNING AREA

The Intermodal Surface Transportation Efficiency Act (ISTEA) of 1991 required that transportation plans should encompass an area referred to

as the metropolitan planning area - that geographic area expected to be urbanized within a 20-year forecast period. (TEA-21 and SAFETEA-LU
have continued this provision). FHWA and IDOT recommend a 25-year planning perspective. The SATS 2030 Metropolitan Planning Area

(MPA) was revised and approved by the SATS Committees on February 7, 2003 and submitted to IDOT. The same boundaries were reaffirmed
for the 2035 Long Range Transportation Plan. The map on page 9 shows the SATS 2035 Metropolitan Planning Area. All projects within this



area are included in the Transportation Improvement Program. The existing transportation system within the MPO planning boundaries is being

adequately operated and maintained with the revenue sources that are provided through federal, state, and local jurisdictions.
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PROJECT SELECTION

In accordance with SAFETEA-LU regulations, the four year Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) is financially constrained. All

projects have "reasonably available" funding sources. Project implementation priority is given to the first year of the TIP. If special
circumstances arise necessitating moving a second, third, or fourth year project forward to the first year, review by the Technical Committee

is required. If the change requires a TIP Amendment, approval by the Policy Committee is required.

Amendment means a revision to the TIP that involves: 1) adding a new project; 2) deleting a project; 3) changing a project cost if the local
agency is proposing to revise STU funding or other funding approved by SATS through a prioritization selection process; 4) proposing a
major change in design concept or design scope (e.g., changing project termini by 1,000 feet or more or the number of through traffic lanes,
etc.); or 5) changing the cost of any federally funded project by 50% or more. An amendment is a revision that requires a 14 day public

review period as outlined in the Public Participation Plan and demonstration of fiscal constraint.
All other revisions are considered Administrative Modifications  that are submitted to SATS Technical and Policy Committees for

informational purposes only. For clarification, any changes to projects that are included only for illustrative purposes do not require an

amendment.
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COMPLETE STREETS POLICY
The SATS Policy Committee adopted the following Complete Streets Policy Statement at their January 13, 2011 meeting:

“Complete Streets” refers to public rights-of-way t hat are designed and operated to provide a safe and accessible transportation

network for all users, including pedestrians, bicyc lists, and transit riders, regardless ofage orab ility. This context-sensitive approach
considers all transportation projects as potential opportunities to improve safety, access, and mobili ty for all travelers.
The Springfield Area Transportation Study supports Complete Streets and its members will consider the following criteria when
designing transportation projects as opportunity an d funding permit:
types of users of the transportation system, includ ing pedestrians, bicyclists, transit users, motor v ehicles, and freight
interests;
project surroundings in context with how the facili ty will be used and who will be using it to determi ne what

accommodations will be provided; and
service levels for all users anticipated by adopted comprehensive or system wide plans.

The project listing on page 58 and maps on pages 53 & 54 indicate any planned bike or pedestrian accommodations.
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PROJECT FUNDING
DESCRIPTIONS
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Project Funding Descriptions

Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) Funding

SAFETEA-LU: The Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU). Signed into law in
2005, SAFETEA-LU is the current federal funding and authorization bill for surface transportation. The bill's original authorization expired on
September 30, 2009. However, congress has currently authorized extensions through September 2011.

SAFETEA-LU Formula Funding Programs  — These programs apportion funds using various formulas to determine specific funding levels.

HBP (Highway Bridge Program): The Highway Bridge Program provides funding to enable States to improve the condition of their
highway bridges through replacement, rehabilitation, and systematic preventative maintenance. The Federal share for all projects,
except those on the Interstate system, is 80%. For those on the Interstate System, the Federal share is 90%.

Major Bridge Program: _ A portion of State’s HBP funding reserved for bridges under local jurisdiction with a total project cost
exceeding $1,000,000. These funds can only be used for up to 80% of the project’s construction and construction engineering
phase. Local jurisdictions are responsible for all other project costs.

HSIP (Highway Safety Improvement Program):  This program funds projects intended to achieve a significant reduction in traffic
fatalities and serious injuries on all public roads. The Federal share for this program is 90%.

STP (Surface Transportation Program):  The Surface Transportation Program provides flexible funding that may be used by states
and localities for projects on any Federal-aid highway, including the National Highway System, bridge and enhancement projects on any
public road; transit capital projects; and intercity bus terminals and facilities.

ST-R: (Surface Transportation — Rural):  STP funds reserved for rural projects on any Federal-aid highway, including NHS, and
bridge or safety projects on any public road. The Federal share for this program is 80%.

ST-U (Surface Transportation — Urban) : STP funds reserved for urban area projects on any Federal-aid highway, including
NHS; bridge or safety projects on any public road, transit capital projects and bus terminals and facilities. The Federal share for
this program is up to 80%, depending on the MPO. (Each year the SATS planning area is allocated ST-U funds that are assigned
to specific projects by SATS. An accounting of these funds is on page 18.)
STP-URB (Surface Transportation — Urban available for State  ): STP-U funds reserved for State use.
SAFETEA-LU Discretionary Funding Programs  — These programs allocate funds through a competitive process.
ITEP (Illinois Transportation Enhancement Program): SAFETEA-LU Surface Transportation Enhancement funds distributed by
IDOT through a competitive statewide selection process, intended for transportation related enhancements designed to strengthen the
cultural, aesthetic, and environmental aspects of the intermodal transportation system. The Federal share for this program is 80%.

SAFETEA-LU Earmarks / Demonstration Project Funding Programs — These programs are congressionally designated.
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HPP (High Priority Projects): Provides designated funding for specific projects identified in SAFETEA-LU. The Federal share for this
program is 80%.

Highway Demonstration Program - Urban __ (DPU): DPU funds are authorized and appropriated by Congress for demonstration surface
transportation or special interest projects designated in various transportation authorization and appropriations acts for projects on the
Federal-aid system. The Federal share for this program is 80% with a Local match of 20% required.

Federal Transit Administration (FTA) Funding

SAFETEA-LU Formula Transit Funding Programs - These programs apportion funds for transit using various formulas to determine
specific funding levels.

Section 5307 Urbanized Area Program: This program makes Federal resources available to urbanized areas and to Governors for
transit capital and operating assistance in urbanized areas and for transportation related planning. An urbanized area is an incorporated
area with a population of 50,000 or more that is designated as such by the U.S. Department of Commerce, Bureau of the Census.

Section 5310 Elderly and Persons with Disabilities Program: This program provides funding to States for assisting private nonprofit
groups in meeting the transportation needs of the elderly and persons with disabilities when the transportation service provided is
unavailable, insufficient, or inappropriate to meeting these needs. Funds are apportioned based on each State’s share of population for
these groups of people.

SAFETEA-LU Discretionary Transit Funding Programs - These programs allocate transit funds through a competitive process.

Section 5309 Capital Investment Program (New and replacement buses and facilities activity): The Bus and Bus Related Equipment
and Facilities program (Bus program) provides capital assistance for new and replacement buses, related equipment, and facilities. It is
intended to supplement formula funding in both urbanized and rural areas. The Federal share for this program is 50%.

Section 5316 Job Access and Reverse Commute (JARC) Program:  The Job Access and Reverse Commute (JARC) program is
intended to address the unique transportation challenges faced by welfare recipients and low-income persons seeking to obtain and
maintain employment. The Federal share for this program is 50%.

Section 5317 New Freedom Program: The New Freedom formula grant program aims to provide additional tools to overcome existing
barriers facing Americans with disabilities seeking integration into the work force and full participation in society. The New Freedom
formula grant program seeks to reduce barriers to transportation services and expand the transportation mobility options available to
people with disabilities beyond the requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) of 1990. The Federal share for this
program is 50%.

Illinois Department of Transportation (IDOT) Fundin a

TDC (lllinois State Toll Development Credits):  FHWA credits earned when the State funds a capital transportation investment with toll
revenues earned on existing toll facilities. SAFETEA-LU allows the non-Federal share of a project’s cost to be met through a “soft match” of

toll credits upon FHWA approval. IDOT’s Division of Public & Intermodal Transportation grants these funds to transit providers.

All non-transit revenue and cost estimates within this document reflect the year of financial Expenditure and
assume a 4% annual cost increase. Transit funding was estimated at a lower growth rate of 1% based on
historical funding and anticipated near future funding. Estimates in the SATS 2035 Long Range Transportation
Plan utilize the same cost adjustments.

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ILLUSTRATIVE PROJECTS
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The SATS has established review criteria for projects to be considered for inclusion in the Transportation Improvement Program
using Surface Transportation Program-Urban (ST-U) funding. All eligible projects are considered using the same review criteria.

In February 2010, the SATS Technical Committee called for all project applications for review and sent any questions or comments
regarding each application to the Planning Commission staff. These were forwarded to the submitting communities for consideration. Each
community was given an opportunity to discuss their projects, to address any questions at the SATS Technical Committee meeting in April,
and to resubmit applications based on issues that arose at that time. The SATS Technical Committee voting members then rated each
project based on the prioritization system established on the application form and an average score was determined for each project. These
projects were then approved to be included as illustrative projects in the Transportation Improvement Program in the order of priority as
shown on the following lllustrative Projects listing. Projects in italics have either been selected for ST-U funding or received funding from
other sources.

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Public Comments Received on Draft 2012-2015 TIP and SATS Consideration
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Comments on the Draft FY 2012-2015 TIP

Cardinal Hill/Buckhart Road
Comment: Request for signalized intersection at Cardinal Hill Road and Buckhart Road
Question: Will traffic signals and sidewalks be a part of the overall northerly extension of Cardinal Hill from Buckhart Road?
Response: This will be studied as the project advances.

General Funding
Question: Why are Motor fuel tax funds used for new construction rather than existing network maintenance?
Response: Only a small portion of the available motor fuel tax funds is allocated to new construction. The majority of this funding is
used for reconstruction and maintenance activities.

Koke Mill between Old Jacksonville Road and Washing  ton Street

Question: This section of Koke Mill Road was estimated by IDOT to have an average vehicle traffic of 7,000 vehicles per day in 2007.
This has increased a great deal since then, particularly during peak drive times and during the school year. There is also a growing
number of bikers and runners along this segment, as well as frequent flooding, which compound the existing safety considerations.
Old Jacksonville Road, Meadowbrook Road, and Bradfordton Road all have improvements planned. What plans are there for this
stretch of Koke Mill Road?

Comment: This section of Koke Mill road should be included in the SATS multi-year planning efforts, particularly considering its frequent
flooding problems.

Response: Funding has yet to be identified, but this project is listed as a priority in the 2035 Long Range Transportation Plan.

MacArthur Avenue Extension
Question(s): Did this project include any property owner-developer funding participation? Do adjacent business developments pay
additional sales tax to assist in the project’s funding? Will similar funding by associated with the Stanford Avenue extension?
Response: Yes, business developments in Legacy Pointe are partially funding the project via an additional sales tax. No, the Stanford
Avenue project does not include this type of funding at this time.

MacArthur to Iron Bridge Road
Comment: The extension of MacArthur to Iron Bridge road should be the highest priority after the completion of the Stanford Avenue
Extension. It would guide development to the south within Woodside Township. Transit service is important to economic growth and
development in this area is already within the SMTD service boundary.
Response: The realignment of the Woodside Road/lron Bridge Road intersection, a project critical to the MacArthur Boulevard
extension to Iron Bridge Road, can be found in the FY 2013 element of this TIP (TIP# 03-2009-05 on page 36).

Project Description Detail
Comment: Several projects have vague descriptions, such as “various overlays” or “various signal improvements”. This would likely
require significant coordination, but the additional detail on these projects would help the public understand the scope of activities and
locations involved.
Response: How this level of detail might best be generated and included will be evaluated.
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Rochester Middle School

Comment: Pedestrian and bicycle accommodations are needed for student safety near the middle school at the corner of Main Street
and Education Avenue.

Response: The Village of Rochester is responsible to maintain and has jurisdiction of any sidewalks along Cardinal Hill Road and the
property owners would be responsible for the installation of sidewalks according to the Village Ordinance for subdivision development,
per a written agreement between Sangamon County and the Village of Rochester. Sangamon County will contact the Village and let
them know of the concern raised.

Sangamon Valley Trail

Question: The Sangamon Valley Trail extension from Stuart Park northward across the Sangamon river to Central Point Road should
be the top trail priority for Sangamon County. The two existing bicycle routes north from Springfield (IL 29 & Peoria Road) consist of
wide paved shoulders appropriate only for experienced cyclists. The bridge across the Sangamon River on the planned Sangamon
Valley Trail extension will provide an excellent scenic outlook and should be designed to accommodate sightseers, fisherman, and
equestrian access.

Response: Sangamon County has applied for and received lllinois Transportation Enhancement Program grant funds to initiate a study
of this project. These comments will be submitted for inclusion in this study.

Springfield Mass Transit District Routes
Comment: A map of the SMTD bus routes and the MPA to indicate where coverage does, and does not exist, should be in the TIP.
Response: This map has been added and can be found on page 10 of the TIP.

Stanford Avenue Extension

Question: Are there plans for property owner-developer funding and participation for this extension?

Response: These are currently covered by the Land Subdivision Ordinances.

Question(s): What funding sources will be used for this project? Do these funds apply to upgrading existing portions of Stanford Avenue
affected by potential additional traffic generated by the new extension?

Response: Motor fuel tax for Preliminary Engineering phases | & Il and for all phases from 6" Street to Taylor Avenue. Federal Surface
Transportation — Urban funds ($2.9 million) will be used towards the construction phases from Fox Bridge to Taylor Avenue. The city
of Springfield has also applied for TIGER |l grants for this project. These funds are strictly for the extension. Potential sources for
existing portions of Stanford Avenue will be identified going forward.

Question: What aspects of the Stanford Avenue extension contributed towards its priority over Springfield’s lles Avenue project in the
lllustrative Projects listing on page 65?

Response: The Stanford Avenue extension will provide a complete east-west corridor between Veterans and Dirksen; it will improve
emergency vehicle access; link four major National Highway System arterials; and provide improved access to bike trail connections.

Comment: There does not appear to be adequate Right-Of-Way from 11" Street to Fox Bridge for a bike trail or bicycle lanes. As an
alternative, bicycle traffic could be routed through Bunn Park and up to Ash Street. This detour would be similar to the Interurban Trail
detour at Legacy Pointe along the MacArthur Avenue extension.

Response: This project is still being studied. This route suggestion will be considered as the project develops.
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
